Couches, mattresses 

and washing machines are examples of bulky items which are 

too large to be disposed of with your normal collection. For more 

information, pricing, or to schedule a pickup, call our customer 

service department at (530) 743-6933. Put your bulky items out 

at the curb on the night before or by 5 a.m. of your assigned 

collection day. There will be no return trips! If items are not 

out when the truck goes by, you will need to call in again and 

reschedule your collection for another day. Reminder: You must 

call ahead to schedule bulky item collection!
Couches, mattresses and washing machines 
qualify for Bulky Item Collection.

- 4:30 p.m. seven days a week or the Burns Drive Household Hazardous 
Waste Facility on Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. - 4:00 p.m. There is no charge for 
electronic waste items

To Properly Dispose of Batteries and Fluorescent/HID Lamps: Consumer
batteries and fluorescent and HID light tubes, bulbs, and lamps generated 
by HOUSEHOLDS can be dropped off FREE at the Yuba Sutter Household 
Hazardous Waste Facility, 134 Burns Drive, Yuba City on SATURDAYS only 
from 8 am to 4 pm.
